L6-A. PT specified range 1790-2260 MHz 
Don't use: 1790,1810, or 2260 MHz 

L6-B. PT specified range 1890-2360 MHz 
Don't use: 2260 MHz 

L6-C. PT specified range 2040-2510 MHz 
Don't use: 2260 or 2390 MHz 

L6-D. PT specified range 2140-2610 MHz 
All L6 frequencies are available in the standard L6 steps
